Belief

Faith

We believe Jesus Christ, the Word of God who was in the beginning with
God, was God manifested in the flesh, who dwelt among us as we beheld His glory, the glory as
of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. The Helper, the Holy Spirit whom the
Father has sent in Jesus' name has come to teach us all things bringing to our remembrance all
that Jesus has spoken to us through His word

Doctrine

e There are only two ordinances, Baptism and the Lord's Supper - these are typical and memorial
and not saving. Ordinances are made available to the believer only as a declaration of faith.

e The laws and doctrines which govern the local Church are derived exclusively from Scripture

e Members are comprised of believers only - those saved by grace through faith, not of works but
through the regenerative power of the Holy Spirit

e Churches are separate and independent in their execution of its laws and discipline

e Its officers, Bishops|Pastors and Deacons are servants of the church
